Moss has been responsible for the artistic planning of Great
Performers and the Mostly Mozart Festival for Lincoln
Center since 1992.

Elaine Sisman, Professor of Music, Columbia University
Dr. Sisman, a specialist in music and aesthetics of the 18th
and 19th centuries, is the author of articles and books on
Beethoven, Haydn, and Mozart.
